It is soon planning to get launched in Kanyakumari, NMumbai, Nashik, Hyderabad, Virudhunagar, and Delhi (NCR). Veg Route is an app in which agro products are taken from a direct farm place, given to the customer with the fresh produce, and. immediate cash provided to farmers. The main concept behind founding Veg route is to eradicate the middleman concept in the supply process. This company goes directly to the farm, checks the quality and delivers them freshly to the customers.
