In 1866, Alfred Nobel, a Swedish.chemist, introduced a form of nitroglycerine 
that could be handled safely. He called it dynamite. In 1875, he went on to 
invent gelignite. These explosives were used in engineering application, but 
they also had an obvious military application. As a committed pacifist, Nobel 
hoped that his explosives would provide such a deterrent to war that they 
would bring peace to mankind. His inventions did not bring peace, but they did 
bring him a massive fortune, which he used in his will to endow the Nobel 
Prizes awarded to those who have conferred the greatest benefit to mankind 
in Five categories. He left £32,00,000 in his will to finance prizes in physics, 
chemistry, physiology or medicine, literature and peace. The Bank of Sweden 
inaugurated a new Nobel Prize for Economics in 1969. In 1903, Marie Curie 
became the first woman to win the Nobel Prize, sharing it with her husband.
